Gurgaon: Supreme Court’s
emphasis on domain experts as
it stayed its November 20 judg-
ment adopting a definition for
Aravalis based on a100m height
cutoff has put the spotlight on
the composition of the Union
environment ministry (MoEF)
technical committee that pro-
posed the definition.

Six of the committee’s nine
members were bureaucrats - its
chair and MoEF secretary Tan-
may Kumar, the MoEF joint sec-
retary, and the four forest secre-
taries of Aravali states Delhi, Ha-
ryana, Rajasthan and Gujarat.
The other three were a represen-
tativeeach from Supreme Court’s
Central Empowered Committee
(CEC), Forest Survey of India
(FSI) and Geological Survey of
India (GSI).

Ordering the Nov 20 order to
be kept in abeyance, a bench of
Chief Justice Suryakant and
justicesJK Maheshwariand AG
Masih proposed to constitute a
committee of domain experts
for an “exhaustive, holistic and
scientific” examination of the
Aravali hills and ranges that
can draft a comprehensive defi-
nition to protect its “structural
and ecological” integrity.

The bench issued notices to
the Centre and govts of Delhi,
Haryana, Rajasthan and Guja-
rat, seeking their responses in
four weeks and scheduling the
nexthearing for Jan uary 21.

“Sex development un-
folds across multiple layers
— genes, chromosomes, in-
ternal organs, external ana-
tomy and later psychological
development,” Dr Jain said,
noting that no single test can
capture the full picture.

At AIIMS, children with
DSD are evaluated by a mul-
tidisciplinary team of paedi-
atricians, endocrinologists,
surgeons, geneticists and
mental-health professio-

nals. Decisions are taken gra-
dually, with parents counsel-
led at every stage. Mental he-
alth specialists warn that fa-
milies often experience fear,
guilt and panic after birth. Dr
Rajesh Sagar, professor of
psychiatry at AIIMS, said that
without counselling, some pa-
rents discontinue care or
emotionally withdraw from
the child, deepening distress
and harming outcomes.

Doctorsalsocalled forflex-
ibility in birth records and
school documentation so fa-
milies are not forced into pre-
mature decisions. Their mes-
sage was clear: when a baby’s
sexisunclear, haste may satis-
fy society, but patience pro-
tectsthe child.
